Content

Intensive farming in the Midwest of the United States caused
disastrous desertification In the 1930s. Drastic action, funded
by the Government. made the land productive again in time
for the Second World War, but recent successive droughts
have tested even the new agricultural methods

Context

One of the symptoms of industrialisation and global trade Is
that instead of every person providing for themselves
through small subsistence farming, huge portions of the
population live in towns and cities and import food. This
change in economic activity and settiement patterns has led
to the creation of large mechanised farms. In the American
Midwest the intensive farming techniques used on these
farms were unsustainable
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
