ÁThe role that memory plays in our everyday 
lives cannot be underestimated.  

 

ÁWithout memory you would be unable to learn 
to ride a bike, read, know where we live, how 
to get home, recognising people, how to drive 

or do anything that you are able to do 
(apparently automatically).  

 

ÁThey all rely on our ability to store and 
retrieve information  

 



 
ÁWhat did you do last Saturday?  



To answer previous question you must 

have a stored representation of the 

events that can be retrieved .  You 

must have encoded information about 

the events as they were happening  



ÁCapacity  is the measure of how much can be 
held in memory . 
 

ÁDuration  is how long the information can be 
held for.  
 

ÁEncoding is the way in which information is 
changed so that it can be stored in  memory. 
This is based on how information enters the 
brain via our senses. We have visual codes 
(sight), acoustic (sound) forms and semantic 
(meaningful).  
 
 



So why do 
psychologists 

study memory?  



1. Repetition  
Á Memory is improved through repetition. If we repeat things, especially over a long 

period of time, we are much more likely to remember them  
 
2. Strong stimulus  

Which  of these are you more likely to remember ? 
 

Á Incident 1: The sound of a car, braking suddenly, to avoid a cat crossing the road . 
Á Incident 2: Your mother asking you to pick up a loaf of bread on your way home.  

 
Á Patterns  
Á We are more likely to remember information if we can either see or make a pattern 

out of it.  
 

Look at this list of words :  
Yellow   pieces  dog  wool 
Window  table   quickly   lamp 

 
Á Can anyone think of a sentence that incorporates all of these words?  



ÁYou are more likely to remember 
Incident 1, as the stimulus is stronger . 
 
ÁMaking a story/pattern to remember:  
ÁA dog looked through a  window and saw 

a yellow  car drive  quickly  down the 
road. The dog barked and knocked 
a lamp off the  table , which broke 
into  pieces on the wool carpet.
